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Introduction

On Ash Wednesday we begin our forty-day journey toward Easter with a day of fasting and
repentance. Marking our foreheads with dust, we acknowledge that we die and return to the
earth. At the same time, the dust traces the life-giving cross indelibly marked on our foreheads
at baptism. While we journey through Lent to return to God, we have already been reconciled
to God through Christ. We humbly pray for God to make our hearts clean while we rejoice that
“now is the day of salvation.” Returning to our baptismal call, we more intentionally bear the
fruits of mercy and justice in the world.

Prayer of the Day

Almighty and ever-living God, you hate nothing you have made, and you forgive the sins of all
who are penitent. Create in us new and honest hearts, so that, truly repenting of our sins, we
may receive from you, the God of all mercy, full pardon and forgiveness through your Son, Jesus
Christ, our Savior and Lord, who lives and reigns with you and the Holy Spirit, one God, now and
forever.

First Reading: Joel 2:1-2, 12-17
! Blow the trumpet in Zion;
sound the alarm on my holy mountain!
Let all the inhabitants of the land tremble,
for the day of the LoRD is coming, it is near—
2 a day of darkness and gloom,
a day of clouds and thick darkness!
Like blackness spread upon the mountains
a great and powerful army comes;
their like has never been from of old,
nor will be again after them
in ages to come.

12yet even now, says the LORD,
return to me with all your heart,
with fasting, with weeping, and with mourning;
13 rend your hearts and not your clothing.

Second Reading: 2 Corinthians 5:20b—6:10
20b\We entreat you on behalf of Christ, be reconciled to God. 2* For our sake he made him to be
sin who knew no sin, so that in him we might become the righteousness of God.

&1 As we work together with him, we urge you also not to accept the grace of God in
vain. % For he says,

“At an acceptable time | have listened to you,

and on a day of salvation | have helped you.”

See, now is the acceptable time; see, now is the day of salvation! * We are putting no obstacle
in anyone’s way, so that no fault may be found with our ministry, 4 but as servants of God we
have commended ourselves in every way: through great endurance, in afflictions, hardships,
calamities, ° beatings, imprisonments, riots, labors, sleepless nights, hunger; ® by purity,
knowledge, patience, kindness, holiness of spirit, genuine love, ” truthful speech, and the power
of God; with the weapons of righteousness for the right hand and for the left; 8in honor and
dishonor, in ill repute and good repute. We are treated as impostors, and yet are true; ° as
unknown, and yet are well known; as dying, and see—we are alive; as punished, and yet not
killed; 1° as sorrowful, yet always rejoicing; as poor, yet making many rich; as having nothing,
and yet possessing everything.



Gospel: Matthew 6:1-6, 16-21
[Jesus said to the disciples:] ! “Beware of practicing your piety before others in order to be seen
by them; for then you have no reward from your Father in heaven.

2“So whenever you give alms, do not sound a trumpet before you, as the hypocrites do in
the synagogues and in the streets, so that they may be praised by others. Truly | tell you, they
have received their reward. 3 But when you give alms, do not let your left hand know what your
right hand is doing, % so that your alms may be done in secret; and your Father who sees in
secret will reward you.

>“And whenever you pray, do not be like the hypocrites; for they love to stand and pray in
the synagogues and at the street corners, so that they may be seen by others. Truly | tell you,
they have received their reward. ® But whenever you pray, go into your room and shut the door
and pray to your Father who is in secret; and your Father who sees in secret will reward you.

16 “And whenever you fast, do not look dismal, like the hypocrites, for they disfigure their
faces so as to show others that they are fasting. Truly | tell you, they have received their
reward. 7 But when you fast, put oil on your head and wash your face, ¥ so that your fasting
may be seen not by others but by your Father who is in secret; and your Father who sees in
secret will reward you.

19“Do not store up for yourselves treasures on earth, where moth and rust consume and
where thieves break in and steal; 2° but store up for yourselves treasures in heaven, where
neither moth nor rust consumes and where thieves do not break in and steal. 2! For where your
treasure is, there your heart will be also.”
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Prayers of Intercession

Led by the Spirit, let us turn to God in prayer for the church, the world, and all those in need.

God of our journeys, we pray for the church as the season of Lent begins. Guide your people in
spiritual practices and preparation for baptism. Strengthen communities of faith in discipleship
and witness for the sake of the gospel. God, in your mercy, receive our prayer.

God of creation, we pray for the earth. As you once brought forth life from the dust, breathe
healing and renewal into all places where ecosystems are stretched and strained. Nurture
organic cycles of life, death, and rebirth. God, in your mercy, receive our prayer.

God of the nations, we pray for an end to wars and occupations that reduce communities to
ash. Turn leaders away from fearful decision-making, and lead all people into the justice and
compassion of your reign. God, in your mercy, receive our prayer.

God of the suffering, we pray for all who live with any pain. Comfort people living with chronic
or terminal illnesses, addictions, or anxiety. Grant that all who dwell in the dust of grief may
know your presence there. God, in your mercy, receive our prayer.

God of community, we pray for those who accompany the dying: for first responders, health
care and hospice workers, chaplains, and those who facilitate burials of the dead. Sustain them
as they serve their neighbors in life and death with dignity and care. God, in your mercy,
receive our prayer.

God of the cross, we give thanks for those who have completed their lives on earth and have
returned to you. Strengthen us with the promise that within the ashes of death are the seeds of
resurrection life. God, in your mercy, receive our prayer.

Receive the prayers of your people and draw all things together in your love, in the name of
Jesus, who leads us from death to life.

Reflection

Hypocrites in Good Company

Critics of Christianity often point out that Christians are hypocrites. Christians
publicly espouse a certain set of rules for living—including care for creation, serving
God and neighbors in need, and loving our enemies—and, just as publicly, fail to
live up to those rules every day and in every way.

Pastor Tony Campolo often tells the story of people who say they don’t want to go
to church because of all the hypocrites. He reassures them that they should feel
right at home. Church is for real people, and real people fail to do and say the right
things—real people are hypocrites. Campolo argues that the Christian ideal is to
know you’re a hypocrite and earnestly work at being less hypocritical.

All the same, we don’t want to be hypocrites or show-offs. We question the motives
behind our public and private spiritual practices; we question our neighbors’
motives too. In today’s gospel we hear about fasting cheerfully and praying in
secret. And yet, as we leave the church building we bear a public and very
noticeable sign of faith right on our foreheads. Lent begins with a bold, visible,
unmistakable reminder of who we are: simultaneously mortal dust and baptized
children of God. Simultaneously saint and sinner. Simultaneously hypocrites and
earnest, hopeful Christians.
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
